ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION

1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
The first scheduled work for his year, by the Repair Fleet was scheduled from 14 March to 15 April, 2010, at New Cumberland L/D.  This work was to replace valves and will entail a closure of the small chamber.  The main chamber remained operational, with only slight delays to navigation.  This work was completed three days ahead of schedule, on 12 April 2011.

The next scheduled work by the Repair Party will be a complete closure and dewatering of the lock chamber at CWBY L/D, on the Allegheny River.  This work will take place from 2 May, 2011 through 27 May, 2011. No traffic will be able to pass through the lock, at this time.

The small chamber at Braddock L/D will be closed from 6 June 2011 through 24 June 2011.  The Repair Party will be working on valves.  There should be minimal impact on navigation.

WEATHER RECAP

The trend of storms moving through the Ohio River Valley that began in mid February continued through mid March.  The second storm in the series moved through the region on 27-28 February with rivers cresting around 1 March.  This was followed closely by two more storms on 5-6 March and again on 9-10 March.  Each storm produced generally 1.0 – 2.0 inches of rain with successively higher rises on the region’s rivers.  There was a general 4.0 – 5.0 inches of rain, or liquid equivalent of snow, across the region in March which is 1.00 – 1.75 inches above normal.

At the Pittsburgh International Airport monthly precipitation was 4.99 inches, which is 1.82 inches above normal. Temperature averaged 0.6 of a degree/day below normal. Snowfall in March was 5.5 inches or 5.5 inches above normal. 
For the first 12 days of April temperatures temperature averaged 2.7 degrees above normal and precipitation was 2.53 inches which is 1.33 of an inch above normal.  There has been 0.8 of an inch of snowfall in April bringing the total seasonal snowfall to 56.7 inches, or 16.4 inches above normal. Rainfall for the year was 14.90 inches which is 5.46 inches above normal.
RIVER FLOWS 

A series of three rises occurred from 28 Feb – 1Mar, 3-5 Mar, and 7–10 Mar with each rise starting with the rivers at higher initial conditions than the previous rise.  Some minor flooding occurred on the tributaries to the main stem rivers during the first two events with flooding spreading to the portions of the Allegheny and Ohio Rivers during the 7-10 Mar event. Average flows for the month averaged from above to much above normal.

HIGH WATER POTENTIAL

The high water potential is above normal. Currently flows are 200% of normal on the Allegheny River, 350-400% of normal on the Monongahela River, and 200% of normal on Ohio River.  Rainfall of 1.5 – 2.0 inches in 6-12 hours is needed to bring rivers to bank full.
