SUBJECT: APRIL 10, 2013 Meeting
ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION


1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
· Lock 4 Monongahela.  We have re-programmed funds for Monongahela River Dredging using a simplified acquisition contract. A solicitation is out with bids due Thursday April 04, 2013 for the removal of the shoaling using O&M funds.   We anticipate dredging operations to commence shortly afterwards.
· Montgomery L/D - Repair Fleet mobilize to Montgomery L/D on Monday, 25 March to perform emergency repairs to the dam gate end plates.  The fleet is staged in the 360' chamber making it unavailable for traffic. Lift Gate #9 remains out of service due to structural deficiencies of the end truck sprocket assemblies. Bulkheads are set in gate #9.  Anticipate completion of this work by 12 April 2013.
From Navigation Notice 13-10, The seasonal implementation of  IMTS Levels of Service for lock operations for the Monongahela River are as follows:
· Braddock L/D, Lock 3, Lock 4, Maxwell L/D, Grays Landing L/D and Point Marion L/D, Monongahela River will continue to operate 24 hours daily. 

· Morgantown L/D has expanded its operating hours on 2 April 2013 to Monday through Friday from 7:00 A.M. to 3:00 P.M. It is anticipated that Morgantown will further expand service levels within the next three months to 7 days per week as staffing shortages are filled. A revised notice will be posted when this level of service will be provided. 

· Hildebrand L/D and Opekiska L/D will remain closed indefinitely except for commercial appointment lockages. (Note: Under unusual circumstances, clearance lockages will be authorized, if an emergency situation warrants.)



From Navigation Notice 13-09, The seasonal implementation of the IMTS Levels of Service for lock operations for the Allegheny River are as follows:
· Allegheny River Lock 2, C.W. Bill Young Lock and Lock 4 will begin 24 hour per day operations on Monday, May 6, 2013. Commercial Navigators should note that double lockages will only be permitted Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00 AM and 10:00 PM. There will be NO double lockages after 10:00 PM or before 8:00 AM. There will be NO double lockages on weekends. 

· Allegheny River Lock 5 has expanded its operating hours on March 25, 2013, to Monday through Friday from 7:00 A.M. to 11:00 P.M. It is anticipated that Lock 5 will further expand service levels within the next three months to 7 days per week as staffing shortages are filled. A revised notice will be posted when this level of service will be provided. 

· Allegheny River Lock 6, Lock 7, Lock 8, and Lock 9 will remain closed indefinitely except for commercial appointment lockages. (Note: Under unusual circumstances, clearance lockages will be authorized, if an emergency situation warrants.)


SCHEDULED REPAIR PARTY MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES:


The 2013 Fleet Repair Schedule change has been approved.  The Montgomery closure will begin on June 3rd and end on July 12th.  The main chamber will be closed to navigation from June 3-14 and again on July 1-12.  The chamber will be open to traffic June 15-30.  A Notice to Navigation will be published.

The main lock chamber at 3 Mon River will be closed from April 22 through May 17.   The extended river chamber will remain open to navigation.  A Notice to Navigation will be published.
