ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION

1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
The Repair Party began dewatering of the auxiliary chamber at Dashields L/D on the Ohio River on Monday July 5, 2011.  This work has progressed well and is scheduled to finish on or before the scheduled August 11, 2011 completion date.
The next scheduled Repair Party work is for a reduced dewatering of the chamber at Grays Landing L/D for 12 days beginning August 22 through Sept 2, 2011.  This will be to remove, inspect/repair the bulkhead and re-install.  The river will be closed to traffic for this time period.
All other scheduled Repair Party Work for the remainder or 2011 will not affect navigation.

WEATHER RECAP

July was the second month in a row of below normal rainfall for the region. The two month precipitation deficit is now nearly 3 inches.  The driest conditions were across portions of the Allegheny, Beaver and Youghiogheny River basins.  Temperatures for July were again above normal with an average temperature for the month of 76.9. This has been the warmest July since July of 1988. 

A southwest to northeast oriented stationary front oscillated over the southern half of the region from 5-7 July producing small stream flooding across the southern tier counties of western Pennsylvania and the northern counties of West Virginia. No significant rises occurred during the month as none of the rainfall was widespread enough.

Overall for the month rainfall averaged about 3.2 inches in the Allegheny River basin or about 1.6 inches below normal. In the Ohio and Beaver River basins rainfall averaged about 3.3 inches or 0.75 below normal.  Rainfall was near normal in the Monongahela River basin averaging about 5.1 inches.  There is a Drought Watch in effect for 11 western Pennsylvania counties. Those counties are Allegheny, Armstrong, Beaver, Butler, Clarion, Forest, Indiana, Jefferson, Lawrence, Mercer and Venango. These counties have had a 90 day precipitation deficit of 1.5 to 3.0 inches.

At the Pittsburgh International Airport monthly precipitation was 2.62 inches, which is 1.34 inches below normal. In July temperature averaged 4.3 degree/day above normal. July had 15 days where the temperature averaged 5 degrees above normal or more.

For the first 9 days of August, temperatures averaged 6.6 degrees above normal per day or more.  Precipitation was 0.74 inches, which is 0.34 of an inch below normal.  Rainfall since January 1st was 27.94 inches, which is 3.63 inches above normal.

RIVER FLOWS 

Rivers in the upper Ohio River Valley generally continued to recede for much of July. The 4-7 July rain event across east-central Ohio, southwest Pennsylvania and northern West Virginia produced rises of 1 – 3 feet on the Monongahela River, and 1 foot or less on the Ohio River.  There were no significant rises on the Allegheny River. 

HIGH WATER POTENTIAL

The high water potential is normal. Currently flows are 65-75% of normal on the Allegheny River, 70-80% of normal on the Monongahela River, and near normal on Ohio River.  Rainfall of 2.5 – 3.0 inches in 6-12 hours is needed to bring rivers to bank full.

Tonight: Partly cloudy, with a low around 55. 
Thursday: Sunny, with a high near 76. 
Thursday Night: Mostly clear, with a low around 53. 
Friday: Sunny, with a high near 81. 
Friday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 60. 
Saturday: Mostly cloudy. 30% chance of afternoon showers and thunderstorms High near 83. 
Saturday Night: 60% chance of Showers and thunderstorms. Low around 64. 

Sunday: Cloudy with a 60% chance of showers and possibly a thunderstorm. High near 76. Sunday Night: Mostly cloudy with a 40% chance of showers. Low around 59. 

Monday: Partly sunny, with a high near 77. 
Monday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 57. 
Tuesday: Sunny, with a high near 79.

8-14 Day Outlook…above normal temperatures and near normal rainfall.

August Outlook...near normal temperatures and rainfall.

Sep-Oct-Nov Outlook…above normal temperatures and near normal rainfall.
