
PITTSBURGH DISTRICT LOCKAGE SCHEDULE 

FOR ALLEGHENY, MONONGAHELA AND OHIO RIVER LOCKS DURING

THE 2005 CITGO BASSMASTERS CLASSIC

Practice Day – July 27, 2005

Competition Days – July 29, 30, and 31 2005

During the Bassmaster Classic events the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Pittsburgh District, will be providing event competitors and officials with priority lockage service at designated District locks, during the hours of competition.

To utilize this priority lockage service, participants must identify themselves to the Lock Master as an official or a competitor in the Bassmaster event. Each vessel is responsible for making this contact with the Lock in order to receive lockage instructions.

All Pittsburgh District Locks monitor marine radio Channel 13 – 156.650 MHz and Channel 16 – 156.800 MHz.  

Each vessel must provide their own bumpers and fenders to protect the boat from the turbulence that may be experienced during lock operations.

All vessels must follow the instructions of the Lockmaster and the Lock personnel.  The Lockmaster controls the locking queue and his decisions on the number of boats in the chamber, position of the boats, mooring arrangements and timing are absolute.  Safety considerations will take precedence over all other aspects of the event.

Note that the lock operating schedule will remain the same during the practice day and all three days of the competition.

It is intended that in the mornings and evenings, during priority lockage times, Locks with two chambers will dedicate service in both chambers to maximize the movement of competitor vessels.

Lockages outside of the priority lockage times will follow normal lockage procedures, except that where two chambers exist, the smaller chamber will be dedicated to Bassmasters competitor traffic.

Both the Allegheny River Lock and Dam #2 (Sharpsburg) and the Ohio River Dashields Lock and Dam are fixed crest dams.  Fixed crest dams are not easily seen from the river. Extreme care is necessary when approaching these facilities.

The Bassmasters event lockage schedule follows:

MONONGAHELA RIVER

· LOCK AND DAM #2 (BRADDOCK)

· BRADDOCK IS A TWO CHAMBER, GATED DAM FACILITY WITH THE LOCKS ON THE RIGHT DESCENDING BANK.

· MORNING – Priority Lockage Time – 0715 to 0815 (Upbound)

Gates to open at 0715 and close for lockage at 0745

· BOTH CHAMBERS WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS
· LOCK CHAMBERS WILL ALTERNATE AND BE IN CONTINUOUS OPERATION THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD
· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· MID DAY – 0815 TO 1320 HOURS

· SMALL CHAMBER DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

· LOCK AND DAM #3 (ELIZABETH)

· ELIZABETH IS A TWO CHAMBER, FIXED CREST DAM FACILITY WITH THE LOCKS ON THE RIGHT DESCENDING BANK.

· MORNING – Priority Lockage Time – 0815 to 0915 (Upbound)

Gates to open at 0815 and close for lockage at 0845

· BOTH CHAMBERS WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS
· LOCK CHAMBERS WILL ALTERNATE AND BE IN CONTINUOUS OPERATION THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD
· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· MID DAY – 0915 to 1215 HOURS

· SMALL CHAMBER DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

· UPBOUND ON THE HALF-HOUR

· DOWNBOUND ON THE HOUR

Gates to open at 1215 and close for lockage at 1245

· LOCK AND DAM # 2 (SHARPSBURG)

· LOCK 2 HAS ONLY A SINGLE CHAMBER THAT IS LOCATED ON THE LEFT DESCENDING BANK
· MORNING – Priority Lockage Time – 0710 to 0810 (Upbound)

Gates to open at 0710 and close for lockage at 0740

· LOCK CHAMBER WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· MID DAY – 0740 to 1325 HOURS

· LOCK CHAMBER WILL PROVIDE PREFERRED QUEUING  TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

Gates to open at 0710 and close for lockage at 0740

· BOTH CHAMBERS WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS
· LOCK CHAMBERS WILL ALTERNATE AND BE IN CONTINUOUS OPERATION THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD
· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· DASHIELDS IS A TWO CHAMBER, FIXED CREST DAM FACILITY WITH THE LOCKS ON THE LEFT DESCENDING BANK.

· MORNING – Priority Lockage Time – 0800 to 0900 (Downbound)

Gates to open at 0800 and close for lockage at 0830

· BOTH CHAMBERS WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· MID DAY – 0900 to 1230 HOURS

· SMALL CHAMBER DEDICATED TO BASSMASTERS COMPETITORS

Practice Day – July 24, 2005

Competition Day – July 25, 2005
During the Bassmaster Junior Championship events the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Pittsburgh District, will be providing event competitors and officials with priority lockage service at Allegheny River lock #7, during the hours of the event.

To utilize this priority lockage service, participants must identify themselves to the Lock Master as an official or a competitor in the Bassmaster Junior Championship event. Each vessel is responsible for making this contact with the Lock in order to receive lockage instructions.

All Pittsburgh District Locks monitor marine radio Channel 13 – 156.650 MHz and Channel 16 – 156.800 MHz.  

Each vessel must provide their own bumpers and fenders to protect the boat from the turbulence that may be experienced during lock operations and their own mooring lines.

All vessels must follow the instructions of the Lockmaster and the Lock personnel.  The Lockmaster controls the locking queue and his decisions on the number of boats in the chamber, position of the boats, mooring arrangements and timing are absolute and final.  Safety considerations will take precedence over all other aspects of the event.

Note that the lock operating schedule will remain the same during the practice day and the day of the competition.

It is intended that in the morning and evening, Locks will provide dedicated service to competitors and officials to maximize the movement of event vessels.

Lockages outside of the priority lockage times will follow normal lockage procedures.

The Allegheny River Lock and Dam #7 (Kittanning) is a fixed crest dam.  Fixed crest dams are not easily seen from the river. Extreme care is necessary when approaching this facility.

The Bassmaster Junior Championship event lockage schedule follows:

· LOCK AND DAM # 7 (KITTANNING)

· LOCK 7 HAS ONLY A SINGLE CHAMBER.  THE LOCK IS ON THE RIGHT DESCENDING BANK OF THE RIVER

· MORNING – 0830 TO 0930 HOURS

· LOCK CHAMBER WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTER COMPETITORS AND OFFICIALS

· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· GATES CLOSE FOR FIRST UPBOUND LOCKAGE AT 0830.  LOCK CHAMBER WILL BE IN CONTINUOUS OPERATION THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD

· MID DAY – 0900 TO 1130 HOURS

· LOCK WILL PROVIDE PREFERRED QUEUING  TO BASSMASTER COMPETITORS

· UPBOUND ON THE HALF-HOUR

· DOWN BOUND ON THE HOUR

· AFTERNOON – 1130 TO 1230 HOURS

· LOCK CHAMBER WILL BE DEDICATED TO BASSMASTER COMPETITORS AND OFFICIALS

· LOCKMASTER CONTROLS OPERATIONS

· GATES CLOSE FOR LAST DOWN BOUND LOCKAGE AT 1400.  LOCK CHAMBER WILL BE IN CONTINUOUS OPERATION THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD
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
