ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION


1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
· PIKE ISLAND: will close the small 110-ft x 600-ft land lock chamber for eight (8) hours on Friday August 9th, Wednesday August 14th, and Tuesday August 20th of 2013. During the closure a Contractor will be making improvements to the land chamber’s interlock system. 

· The small 110-ft x 600-ft land chamber will be closed to navigation traffic from 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M. the following dates: 

       Friday August 9, 2013 

       Wednesday August 14, 2013 

       Tuesday August 20, 2013 

· HANNIBAL: will close the small 110-ft x 600-ft land lock chamber beginning Monday July 22nd through Tuesday, August 6th. During the closure the Pittsburgh District’s Repair Fleet will be temporarily mooring its Monallo III crane barge and Workboat 270. 

· The small 110-ft x 600-ft land chamber will be completely closed to navigation traffic until approximately 6:00 P.M. on Tuesday, August 6th.

All traffic will pass through the large 110-ft x 1200-ft                                        river lock chambers at Pike and Hannibal during these closures.   Minimal to no delays to navigation are expected


· Lock 4, Mon River: Shaka Inc., contractors for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers will be constructing an upstream protection cell for the new River Chamber at L/D 4, Monongahela River (Charleroi).  Construction is expected to be completed on or about June 24, 2013.  Work will be performed using a crane and derrick boat.  As of 06 August 2013, The large collision cell was filled with stone by a special boom conveyor truck.  The cell is now filled and banding is being welded on.  Mariners should monitor radio frequency channel 13 and 16 while transiting in the vicinity of the work site.  Navigators, please use caution in and around the area.
