Permit has been issued to construct replacement bridge; currently awaiting contractor plan.





The land based approaching spans on the LDB are being demolished and rebuilt.  The later phase of the rehab will require steel repairs and re-decking work on the channel span and a containment platform may extend 5 feet below low steel for a reduced clearance of 42 feet above normal pool.  








A containment system extends 3 feet below low steel for a reduced vertical clearance of 62.3 feet above pool stage.  Work will be conducted from 7:00 a.m. until 5:00 pm., Monday through Saturday.  Mariners are urged to transit the bridge with caution.





Bridge is closed to land traffic. Intended demolition to take place in Spring of 2014. No replacement currently planned.





Pier Construction of Left and Right Descending channel piers is underway.  Channel is clear of obstruction, and there remains a clearance of 344ft.
