ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION

1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
The Repair Party has completed a successful dewatering at Grays Landing L/D.  They were able to remove and inspect the submerged bulkhead.  It was in good condition. 
Repairs were made to dam gates #1, #3 and #5 at Morgantown L/D.  The hydraulic pumps were installed and are operable at Locks #6 and #7 Allegheny River.  Numerous hydraulic line repairs were made at Maxwell L/D.  Hydraulic line repairs were made at Emsworth L/D.
Lock #2 Allegheny River is currently operating with one filling and one draining valve, until crossover hydraulic line repairs can be made.

The next Repair Party work that will affect navigation will be April of 2012.  We will be replacing floating mooring bits at New Cumberland L/D, Ohio River.  This should only require intermittent closures of the main chamber.

WEATHER RECAP

September continued the trend of slightly warmer than normal temperatures and above normal rainfall. Rainfall on 6-7 September from the remnants of Tropical Storm Lee was easily the most significant weather event of the month.  Heavy rainfall during this event was primarily across the Monongahela and lower Allegheny River basins where rainfall totals ranged from 1 to 3 inches. 

Overall for the month rainfall averaged about 5.0 – 6.0 inches in the Allegheny, Monongahela, and Ohio River basins which is about 2.00 - 2.50 inches above normal.  

At the Pittsburgh International Airport monthly precipitation was 3.73 inches, which is 0.62 of an inch below normal. In September temperature averaged 1.3 degrees/day above normal. Rainfall since January 1st was 33.62 inches, or 3.80 inches above normal.
For the first 10 days of October, temperatures averaged 0.5 degree/days above normal.  Precipitation was 1.08 inches, which is 0.34 of an inch above normal.  Rainfall since January 1st was 34.7 inches, which is 4.14 inches above normal.

RIVER FLOWS 

Following Tropical Storm Lee flood control reservoirs limited the rise in the lower Allegheny to about 2 feet, but rises were 6 to 12 feet on the Monongahela River and 4 to 7 feet on the Ohio River.  The upper Allegheny River had near normal flows for September, but in the lower Allegheny River basin flows averaged above to much above normal as water was released from storage. Monthly average flows in the Monongahela River basin were above to much above normal, and the Ohio River basin experienced above normal flows.

HIGH WATER POTENTIAL

The high water potential is above normal. Currently flows are 100 - 200% of normal on the Allegheny River, 200-300% of normal on the Monongahela River, and 150% of normal on Ohio River.  Rainfall of 2.5 – 3.0 inches in 6-12 hours is needed to bring rivers to bank full.
